Christian Formation Team (CFT) recap and updates

Christian Formation has been hard at work to expand our Christian education opportunities. In 2017,
with the help of many volunteers we were able to get a Middle School youth program restarted. It is doing
well under the current leadership of Dr. Thom and Charlotte Disher (Epiphany Youth Leader). The Middle
School Youth meet Sunday evenings at 6pm. The youth have participated in several service projects in 2017
and 2018, including making hygiene kits for Church World Service, blankets for Project Linus, desserts for
HOPE of WS, gift bags for the families that receive food boxes from Ibraham Food Pantry, and assisted in
the Easter Egg hunt with Parkway Preschool. In 2018, we have continued the Middle School Youth
Program. We will be taking the summer off and instead will have “pop up” service projects on random days
this summer. The youth are also learning about water conservation and may be installing rain barrels to
catch water to for Parkway’s garden. In the future, the goal is to raise funds to buy a rain collection system
for those in areas without running water.

In other children and youth events, we have started a group for our older Elementary Aged children
(roughly 2™ — 5™ grade). May 5 and May 20" at 5pm. This fall, the group will transition to a Catechism
class. CFT is also planning events for our children and youth when school starts in the Fall. We will have a
blessing of the backpacks on the Sunday before the first day of school. On September 9, we will have
Promotion Sunday event. This will be the start of our second Children’s Church class for our older
elementary aged children, in addition to our regular Children’s Church class for preschool to early
elementary aged students.

For our adults, the Believer’s Sunday School class continues to meet at 9am Sunday mornings. Dr.
Thom led a great Lenten Bible Study this Spring and he will start a new study in May. i Ol d Test amen

PARKWAY PRESBYTERIAN WOMEN’S EDUCATIONAL SCHOLARSHIP FUND

The Parkway Presbyterian Women’s Educational Scholarship Fund is a benevolent ministry of the
Presbyterian Women’s Organization of Parkway Presbyterian Church USA supported by the voluntary
contributions of its members and friends.

The purpose of the Fund is to assist worthy young people and adults in securing an adequate education by
making awards to them.

Recipients of awards shall be members of Parkway Presbyterian Church USA.

These awards are made in the form of grants. No repayment is required.

Recipients of grants are free to divulge the fact that a grant from this Fund has been awarded; however,
recipients are expected to keep the amount of the grant confidential. The maximum grant awarded shall
not exceed $500 annually.

Grants awarded from the Fund are made for one academic year. No commitment for any future year is
made. Recipients are free to apply for consideration in any subsequent year during which they are
students in good standing. Grants will not be awarded for more than four years of undergraduate study.

Grants awarded are ordinarily disbursed by the Presbyterian Women’s Treasurer directly to the institution
attended by the recipient, to be applied toward tuition, fees, room, board and other expenses incurred in
pursuing the recipient’s education. Other arrangements for disbursements may be made in consultation
with the Presbyterian Women’s Treasurer.

The Scholarship Fund Committee shall be comprised of the following members: Moderator of the
Scholarship Fund, Presbyterian Women’s Treasurer, and at least three active at-large Presbyterian
Women who will be recommended by the Scholarship Fund Moderator and approved by the
Coordinating Team.

The Presbyterian Women’s Treasurer and the Church Treasurer shall be authorized signers on the Fund
account. If the Fund is not disbursed, it shall accumulate in a Parkway Presbyterian Women’s
Educational Scholarship Fund account until it is awarded.

The completed application deadline is June 1, 2018. In subsequent years, the completed application
deadline will be April 15", The committee will make its decision and notify applicants by July 15,
2018. In subsequent years, May 15",

Should a member of the Scholarship Fund Committee have a family member apply for consideration, it will
be necessary for that member to remove herself from the committee.

In accepting an award from this Fund, the recipient agrees to remain a student in good standing.

An annual report will be given to the Parkway Presbyterian Women’s Coordinating Team.
